We write to you regarding the NTIA Middle Mile Broadband Infrastructure Program. This
program has the potential to help bring high-speed and high-capacity connectivity to every corner
of Alaska. Middle mile is the connective backbone for broadband deployment, and will be critical
in ensuring our most remote communities get access.

As you know, Alaska faces unique challenges in deploying rural broadband infrastructure.
Our state has vast expanses—areas larger than most other states—devoid of interconnected roads,
an electric grid, or water and sewage systems. Providing the necessary capacity and speeds through
middle mile infrastructure to remote, unserved areas of Alaska is incredibly challenging.

It is important that the upcoming Middle Mile Broadband Infrastructure Program take into
account our unigue challenges, and help Alaska bridge the digital divide. We are aware that
Quintillion has applied for this program for their proposed “Nome to Homer Express Route”
middle mile project. The proposed project will leverage their existing network to provide fiber
optic infrastructure to communities in rural Alaska in desperate need. Further, their network will
“close the fiber loop” around the state of Alaska, providing critical resiliency and redundancy for
the very first time.

Quintillion is the first and only telecommunications operator to build a subsea and terrestrial fiber
optic network in the geopolitically significant U.S. Arctic region. Spanning over 1,700 miles, Quintillion’s





US-owned, carrier-grade system currently provides Gig-E data transmission capacity at incomparable
levels of security in the most remote, rugged, and culturally diverse geographic region of the country.
Quintillion’s existing network, operational since 2017, currently serves the Alaska markets of Nome,
Kotzebue, Point Hope, Wainwright, Utgiagvik (Barrow), Oliktok Point, and Prudhoe Bay/Deadhorse, as
well as the oil and gas infield delivering high-quality and effective fiber-based broadband network
services to state and federal government, commercial entities, and commercial telecom providers
allowing multiple broadband access providers in markets where there was previously no competition,
thereby incentivizing improved products, price, and services for end users.

The State of Alaska, home to the most remote, rugged, and culturally diverse geographic areas in the
United States, has challenges and difficulties faced by no other state. As a result, it faces unique
predicaments due to the geography, topology, weather, lack of contiguous roads, transportation,
accommodations in towns, and demographics of the State. Alaska ranks at the bottom for Internet
connectivity availability compared to the rest of the nation and where available, broadband services
are offered at substantially higher costs. It doesn’t help that many of Alaska’s rural communities are
not interconnected by roads or fiber backbones, but are remote, separated by vast distances, and are
often Alaskan Native villages with further disadvantages. These facts, along with the geographical and
climatological challenges, make Alaskan broadband projects especially difficult and expensive. In
addition, the global pandemic has further aggravated these circumstances and driven Alaska’s citizens
and institutions to be even more dependent on good connectivity.





QSH Parent Holdco LLC (“Quintillion” or “Applicant”) is a leading integrated digital infrastructure
provider founded in 2016 and headquartered in Anchorage, Alaska with a vision of bringing world-class
telecommunications services to the Arctic to support economic development and improve the quality
of life. Quintillion is the first and in many cases only provider to bring world-class telecommunications
infrastructure to many areas of the Alaskan Arctic through our subsea and land-based fiber optic cable
networks. As the wholesaler or “middle mile” provider, we sell access to our network to a variety of
regional telecommunication service providers enabling them to provide better products, pricing, and
services to their customers. Quintillion also directly provides high-speed broadband to selective
government and enterprise institutions.

Quintillion’s Phase 1 system, operational since 2017, delivers gigabit and higher bandwidth services on
a 1,182-mile subsea and 505-mile terrestrial fiber optic network to Alaska’s Northwest and North Slope
Arctic regions, including to the remote markets of Nome, Kotzebue, Point Hope, Wainwright, Utqiagvik
(Barrow), Oliktok Point, and Prudhoe Bay/Deadhorse, as well as the oil and gas infield extending along
the Dalton Highway to Fairbanks where it connects with the Continental United States (CONUS) in
cooperation with regional telecommunications companies.

The transmission latency from Nome to Seattle via Quintillion interconnected through Alaska
Communications Systems (ACS) fiber remains quite stable and is currently some 61.8 mS, predicted to
improve to 51.2 mS as well as achieve higher levels of resiliency with the addition of the proposed
Nome to Homer Express Route. The capacity and performance of GCI’'s TERRA microwave network
currently serving much of Western Alaska and requiring some 12-18 hops for backhaul to Tier 1
services is in practice quite congested with intentional throttling, resulting in high latency and jitter for
end users due to multi-hop microwave systems with many choke points and very limited capacity to
share among a variety of applications. With this project, Quintillion will bring high-capacity open access
low latency middle mile to all ISPs wanting to serve the communities of Emmonak, Naknek, King
Salmon, Igiugig, and Homer as well as surrounding areas driving high performance competitive last
mile offerings.

Quintillion is applying to the NTIA for an Enabling Middle Mile Grant (MMG) for funding to support its
proposed Nome to Home Express Route Project extend its existing subsea and terrestrial network
south from Nome to Emmonak, continuing along the Yukon-Kuskokwim Delta coast to Naknek, and
then terrestrially and submerged about 230 miles to King Salmon, Igiugig, and on to Homer. There, it
can interconnect with multiple regional providers for a diverse, resilient, lower latency, competitive
pathway to U.S. and global interconnectivity and cloud services. Quintillion commits to offer wholesale
broadband service at reasonable rates on a carrier neutral basis across its entire network going
forward. Closing Quintillion’s Alaska loop with a redundant fiber ring will improve network resiliency
for all carriers and end users, greatly enhancing Alaska’s diverse broadband access to the world at
large.

The communities covered in the proposed service area (Direct) are Nome, Emmonak, Naknek, King





Salmon, Igiugig and Homer. Communities along the fiber route where connections can be completed
with future funding (Indirect) include Hooper Bay, Toksook Bay, Eek, Oscarville, Napaskiak, Bethel,
Goodnews Bay, Togiak, Dillingham and Levelock. The population to be covered by this project across
the six Direct communities is 10,695. For the eleven Indirect communities, where the connection to the
subsea fiber to be stubbed in and completed under future funding, the population is 13,052. The socio-
economic status of the Direct communities is 17% (or 1 of six) considered at the poverty level
according to NTIA map of Indicators of Broadband Need. For the Indirect communities, the level of
poverty is 73% (8 of 11). As for Broadband service, 66% of the Directly serviced communities are either
unserved or underserved (33% each). For the Indirect communities that percent goes up to 100% (45%
unserved and 55% underserved). Furthermore, although communities have express interest in creating
ISPs either singly or as a coop, they haven’t done so due to the lack of regional middle mile fiber.

The pandemic has brought with it a historic wave of federal recovery funding for economic stimulus
and infrastructure investment, with a tsunami of new broadband funding in the pipeline to the States,
territories, and Tribes, as well as directly to community and provider projects. This project will initially
connect five Western Alaska communities (Emmonak, Naknek, King Salmon, Igiugig, and Homer) with
world-class resilient open-access middle mile backhaul and enable last mile providers to extend and
improve broadband services to government, institutions, businesses, homes, and visitors to these
unserved and underserved communities. Quintillion, once underway with deploying this Internet
superhighway from Nome to Homer, plans to pursue development and funding of multiple additional
projects, connecting additional nearby communities with branch connections, as well as offramps from
the broadband superhighway, to also deliver robust open access middle mile capabilities to them.

Broadband service availability will be life changing and lifesaving to the residents, and transformational
to the institutions in these currently unserved and underserved communities. Students, K-12 and
college alike, who consistently fall behind compared to their counterparts in Alaska’s urban areas (as
well as the rest of the country), will have a new world of educational and training opportunities to
build a foundation of success for higher education and future employment. The current limited or
remote healthcare facilities and services lead to lower-than-average health statistics and outcomes but
will significantly improve with increased telehealth access to physicians, psychologists, and specialists.
Consistent and reliable communication will improve public safety response time, coordination with
officials in regional and State offices, and help drive economic growth and sustainability. Broadband is
not just a luxury that will improve lifestyles, but truly a necessity for the economic growth, safety,
health, and quality of life for residents of these unserved, disadvantaged, and isolated Alaska
communities. Quintillion’s future Phase 2 plans are to connect that network directly to Japan, while
Phase 3 will traverse Arctic waters reaching Greenland, Iceland, and the UK, providing a geographically
unique and low latency pathway from Asia to Europe while adding further resiliency to its core Alaska
network.

Quintillion’s Nome to Homer Express Route project will have a significant national security impact by
addressing connectivity shortcomings to defense installations and critical facilities locations, as well as





overall Alaska network resiliency and Arctic presence providing Gig-E and beyond data transmission
capacity at incomparable levels of security in a remote, yet geopolitically significant region. Quintillion
currently provides unique fiber infrastructure to existing North Warning System (NWS) radar stations
along Alaska’s coast, as well as diversity for the $250M Coast Guard base/port planned for Nome, and
to the planned USAF base in King Salmon. This project will bring new resilient middle mile capacity to
the vicinity of other military bases including Fort Wainwright, Fort Greely, and Eielson AFB, a half dozen
Alaska Army National Guard bases, and several Alaska Coast Guard stations.

Quintillion’s state of the art networks and scalable broadband transport infrastructure stand ready to
accelerate the speed of information access to support next-generation warfighters and weapon
systems, proactive early-warning monitoring and sensing, maritime communications, oil & gas
production, and continuity in crisis situations when public networks may be congested or inaccessible
through its high-speed subsea fiber and satellite ground stations.

Quintillion’s satellite ground station teleport at Utqgiagvik (Barrow) at 72°N is the northernmost satellite
ground station location on U.S. soil, thus ideal for critical High Latitude Data Acquisition (HiLDA)
applications. This uniquely located teleport closes critical space security gaps and reliance on foreign-
owned satellite downlink facilities, achieving redundant, resilient backhaul through this proposed
middle mile project’s realization.

Through its 30 TBPS fiber optic system, scalable up to much higher data rates, Quintillion’s pioneering
technologies and infrastructure investments are laying the groundwork for serving an array of Alaska’s
unserved and underserved communities as well as enabling government, defense, competitive telecom
providers, global financial, cloud, maritime communications, and oil and gas clients to innovate without
limits.

A key feature of this project will be to complete a transformative, foundational, and resilient fiber ring
covering from Oliktok Point near Prudhoe Bay heading west to the North Slope, Northwest Arctic,
Western Coast, the Yukon Kuskokwim Delta and through to Homer on the Kenai Peninsula. From
Oliktok point south the network connects to Fairbanks where we are interconnected with leased fiber
services the remainder of the route to Homer.

This project will require approximately $150.8M over a four-year period and Quintillion will be
providing just over a 41% match of the funds as detailed below:

The State of Alaska Governor’s Task Force on Broadband in their 2021 report stated, “Of all U.S. states,
Alaska is, by almost any measure, the most challenging place to ensure the ubiquitous delivery of high-
quality broadband services. This is true both in the assessment of broadband needs and the closure of
coverage gaps once those needs are identified. Because of Alaska’s status as the largest U.S. state by
area, the challenge of extending robust broadband infrastructure to every community is substantial.”
Further underscoring that, “The COVID-19 pandemic has emphasized the urgent need for reliable, high-
speed connectivity for all Alaskans. Closing Alaska’s digital divide is now more important than ever to
meet an exponentially growing demand for bandwidth to support basic government and domestic
functions including commerce, healthcare, education, economic development, innovation, and
addressing quality of life issues for Alaskans.”

The State of Alaska has challenges faced by no other state as home to the most remote, rugged, and
culturally diverse environments in the U.S., facing unique challenges from geography, topology,
weather, lack of contiguous roads, transportation, accommodations in towns, and demographics of the
State. Alaska is vast, stretching 2,500 miles across, as wide as the entire continental U.S. with one of
the lowest populations in the nation, ranking dead last overall in broadband availability with only some
61% wired and fixed wireless broadband coverage at significantly higher cost when available. Many of
Alaska’s rural communities are remote, separated by vast distances, not interconnected by roads or





fiber backbones, and often Alaska Native villages with many residents practicing subsistence lifestyles.

These challenges make Alaska’s broadband projects incredibly difficult and expensive while its small,
dispersed population and limited number of business and institutional customers present economic
hurdles in justifying the expenditure of private capital on broadband infrastructure. The global
pandemic has magnified the disparity because while the lower forty-eight could mostly work from
home, that was not the case in Alaska. Broadband service availability driven by increased middle mile
capacity will be life changing and lifesaving to the residents and transformational to the institutions in
Alaska’s currently unserved and underserved communities. Broadband is not just a luxury that will
improve lifestyles, but truly a necessity for the economic growth, safety, health, and quality of life for
residents of these unserved and underserved, disadvantaged, and isolated Alaska communities.

K-12 and college students who consistently fall behind their counterparts in the rest of the country will
have a new world of educational and training opportunities upon which to build a foundation of
success for higher education and future employment. Online educational tools and services will be
better utilized enabling current and future students and workers in these communities to have an
equal opportunity for learning and success, helping stem the outflow of youth from rural communities
and the fishing industry to more urban areas.

The current limited or remote healthcare facilities and telehealth services lead to lower-than-average
health statistics and outcomes but will significantly improve with this project enabling increased
telehealth access to nurses, physicians, psychologists, and specialists. Patient access to broadband in
their homes and at community centers, libraries, clinics, and pharmacies will open telemedicine
opportunities for evaluation, diagnosis, and care that currently require travel out of one’s community
at significant expense. Through early diagnosis and more reliable care, broadband access is expected to
have a significant impact on health outcomes for the citizens of Western Alaska.

For the proposed service area, four of the communities that will be reached are truly unserved with
only satellite and microwave backhaul currently, inherently limiting last mile services where available
at all to extremely low performance levels from Bristol Bay Telephone Cooperative (BBTC), GClI
Communication Corp (GCl), and/or Hughes Satellite Systems (Hughes). BBTC, the ILEC for Naknek, King
Salmon, Igiugig, and other nearby communities has recently been awarded a $34.9M USDA ReConnect
grant to deploy a FTTP network serving seven Bristol Bay communities including three reached by this
project. From BBTC'’s Letter of Intent, “Quintillion’s proposed project will provide important new fiber
optic infrastructure to support communities within our service region with a diverse, resilient, low
latency, competitive pathway to U.S. and global interconnectivity and cloud services. Partnering with
Quintillion will enable us to deliver robust bandwidth connectivity in some areas currently without any
adequate backhaul, and benefit from a competitive environment with much improved network
resiliency in other portions of our service region.”

The fifth community reached, Homer (served), is the final destination for the proposed project where it





will connect to competitive Tier 1 backhaul to the continental U.S. completing its loop having
originated from Quintillion’s existing Nome facilities, an underserved community. Local broadband
infrastructure for all six communities and their surrounding areas will dramatically increase broadband
capacity and resiliency, achieving material reductions in latency. FCC coverage notes for these
communities follow, complemented by maps included in the Competitive Landscape Supplement:

Emmonak (1,065 Pop.): Unserved with GCI 10/2 Mbps fixed wireless and Hughes 2/.2 Mbps satellite
services.

Naknek (370 Pop.): Unserved with BBTC 10/2 Mbps ADSL and Hughes 2/.2 Mbps satellite services.
King Salmon (327 Pop.): Unserved with only Hughes 2/.2 Mbps satellite service.

Igiugig (60 Pop.): Unserved with BBTC 10/2 Mbps ADSL, GCI 10/2 Mbps fixed wireless, and Hughes 25/3
Mbps satellite services.

Homer (5,830 Pop.): Served by GCI 1000/50 Mbps cable, SPITWSPOTS 150/50 Mbps fixed wireless,
Alaska Communications Systems (ACS) 15/1 Mbps ADSL, and Hughes 25/3 Mbps satellite services.

With speeds of 2/.2 Mbps for most, the Hughes satellite solution can hardly be called broadband, being
inherently slow but also costly, and carrying throttling data limit caps with stiff overage fees. GCl’s
TERRA network is a multi-hop microwave network sharing it’s limited backhaul with local cellular traffic
causing quality of service to suffer for all. Current extraordinarily high-end user costs from existing
providers operating without sufficient backhaul capacity are detailed in our Competitive Landscape
narrative and supplemental submission.

Quintillion as a middle mile provider of wholesale broadband services to all last mile providers in the
region will have the necessary bandwidth and open access posture to accommodate all households,
businesses, institutional, and governmental entities. Though Quintillion won’t have control over the
pricing, service levels or data limits which last mile providers may offer, they will be getting
substantially better and more reliable service than their current backhaul solutions at a much lower
cost as part of a newly competitive middle mile solution set that is expected to drive end user cost
reductions.

There will be substantial benefits for these economically challenged areas and the tribal communities
they represent. The communities to be reached directly by the project include Nome, Emmonak,
Naknek, King Salmon, and Igiugig, all unserved and Homer. With respect to poverty only Emmonak is
categorized as meeting the criteria. Though Quintillion will employ existing rights of way when
traversing communities as practical, due to the lack of transportation corridors, will carefully design for
the most efficient and environmentally sensitive means to address the unmet needs of the area. When
complete, the planned coastal subsea deployment will create opportunities for incremental funding
and projects with spur connections to about a dozen nearby unserved coastal communities, most of





which meet poverty criteria. Most all of the communities, both direct and indirect are tribal by federal
agency definition.

Specific last mile providers who have expressed a substantial interest in utilizing the proposed network
to provide last mile service include

See Letters of Intent included with our submittal. Several
other last mile providers have been engaged and briefed on the project with discussions continuing
including GCI. All have indicated that increased availability and declining middle mile costs are
expected to flow through to consumer broadband prices. Quintillion is committed to being transparent
with their prices, and to provide reasonable and affordable transport services over its open access
middle mile infrastructure to all interested ISPs on a fair and non-discriminatory basis.

For the projected number of users, the population of the five destination communities excluding Nome
where Quintillion already provide service is 1,822 (2020) for the four unserved communities and 5,830
(2020) for the served community of Homer. Once the proposed network comes online to resolve last
mile providers’ capacity and reliability issues, it should be servicing the entire population. As for eleven
indirect communities who could eventually benefit, their population totals 13,052 (2020).

Prior to construction of the proposed network, Quintillion intends to enter into Community Benefits
Agreements (CBAs) with the five communities to be newly reached by the proposed network.
Quintillion commits to negotiate in good faith with the relevant communities to execute such CBAs,
ensuring each locality is duly represented by a community group and that mutual benefits.

Quintillion’s network will be prepared to support increased demand, whether it be from added users in
new areas where previous connectivity did not exist, future demand scaling or in crisis situations when
public networks become congested or inaccessible. This additional capacity and reliability will benefit
households, schools, libraries, community centers, and other CAls as well as support workforce
development and retention, and business and government operations with sufficient capacity and
scalability to meet their current and future needs across the proposed service areas. Special care is
being taken in the network design for the strategic placement of interconnect points along the route
with last mile partnerships, connections to CAls, and other opportunities in mind.

Jobs will also be created because of access to broadband from enabling work from home to the selling
of goods online. Residents in these isolated, currently unserved communities will be able to use online
education for upskilling and reskilling. Quintillion is dedicated to local high tech workforce
development and will work with Alaska Native Corporations to provide services where practical.

Quintillion, headquartered in Anchorage, worked closely with the State of Alaska as it built over 1,700
miles of subsea and terrestrial middle mile fiber launching in 2017, and has maintained close
collaborative relations since. Michael McHale, President of Quintillion, made three trips to Alaska’s
Capitol Juneau during the first half of 2022 to advise legislators and administrative officials on the
Nome to Homer Project and advocate in favor of House Bill 363 establishing a State Broadband Office.
Mr. McHale held meetings with twenty-four legislators and three separate meetings with the
Governor’s office staff. Quintillion leadership and staff also worked closely with the State Broadband
Task Force whose detailed recommendations form the foundation the State’s Broadband Strategic
Plan. Quintillion was consistently recognized as technology agnostic and open to broad collaboration.

House Bill 363 was passed and signed creating the State Broadband Office to which Thomas Lochner
was appointed as its first State Broadband Director. Following his appointment, Mr. McHale briefed
him along with State Administration officials, Tyson Gallagher (Chief of Staff to Governor Dunleavy),
Commissioner Julie Sande (Department of Commerce, Community and Economic Development), and
Commissioner Tamika Ledbetter (Department of Labor and Workforce Development) on Quintillion’s





Nome to Homer Project. Subsequently, the State Broadband Director provided a letter of support for
the project as have most legislators representing the districts between Nome to Homer.

Last year, the State of Alaska applied for a NTIA Broadband Infrastructure Grant in partnership with
Quintillion and in cooperation with a number of regional collaborators to bring new last mile wireless
broadband to the unserved isolated communities of Prudhoe Bay, Utgiagvik (Barrow), Wainwright,
Point Hope, and Kotzebue. Going forward, Quintillion is committed to continued support of efforts
initiated by the State and the State’s Broadband Office, and with this project provide open access
middle mile to a broad swath of southwestern Alaska ISPs who will in turn deliver last mile broadband
to a number of unserved and underserved communities.

Most of Alaska's Indigenous people, known as Alaska Natives, are enrolled in federally recognized
Alaska Native tribal entities and affiliated with one of 229 federally recognized Alaska Native Villages
representing a predominance of native interests and governance unique in the United States. The
proportion of Alaska Natives constitute more than 20% of Alaska’s estimated 736,990 (2020)
population representing the highest rate of any state.

Thirteen Alaska Native Regional Corporations were established in 1971 by Congress to administer land
and financial claims, who along with a variety of other Alaska Native Corporations (ANCs) focus on
native economic development and employment, often having a number of commercial service and
supplies operations providing a wide range of service and product offerings to their members, the
public, and the business community for the benefit of their native stakeholders. Quintillion has a long
history and excellent track record of partnering with Alaska’s Native Villages and ANCs, utilizing their
commercial operations where appropriate, engaging communities and regional corporations to garner
support, and working with permitting agencies and other stakeholders essential to the success of
deploying telecommunications systems in the Arctic.

For this proposed project, Quintillion executed a robust strategic plan for local collaboration and
community involvement. Over the summer, Quintillion visited several villages including Nome,
Emmonak, King Salmon, Naknek, and Igiugig. Only two of these locations can be reached by
commercial airlines, the rest require a private charter to reach. The goal was to inform stakeholders of
the project, open channels of communication, and build trust with each community.

In Nome, we met with Kawerak, Sitnasuak Native Corp, Bering Straits Native Corporation, and Nome
Eskimo Community, and Norton Sound Health Corp, and Nome Public Schools as well as attending the
Bering Straits Leadership Team meeting. In Emmonak, we held a well-attended community meeting
that included Yukon Kuskokwim Health Corp, Lower Yukon School District, Yukon Delta Fisheries,
Chuloonawick Native Village, Ryan Air, Emmonak Tribal Council, Emmonak Corporation, City of
Emmonak, Emmonak Women'’s Shelter, Alaska Commercial Co., Kwikpak Fisheries, and Yuyaru.

In Naknek, we met with Paug-Vik, the local native corporation and with Bristol Bay Borough. We also





had conversations vit+
_ And finally, in Homer we met with the city and the local tribal

government. Everyone we met with was thankful to be briefed and consulted, indicating their support
of the proposed project.

In late 2020, Quintillion submitted an USDA Community Connect grant application for middle and last
mile broadband deployment to the then underserved (now unserved) community of White Mountain
in cooperation with the Bering Straits Native Corporation (BSNC). Last year, Quintillion submitted an
NTIA Tribal Broadband Grant application to deploy subsea middle mile fiber from Nome to St.
Lawrence Island and last mile wireless services to the two small remote unserved native villages in
cooperation with Kawerak Inc., an application still under consideration by NTIA.

Prior to construction of the proposed network, Quintillion intends to enter into Community Benefits
Agreements (CBAs) with the five communities reach by the network. Quintillion commits to negotiate
in good faith with the relevant communities to execute such CBAs and ensuring each locality is duly
represented by a community group.

Quintillion’s Quality Unlocking Innovation (QUI) program is being developed to create a universal
workforce plan for “Connecting Alaska to the World,” driving the development of a world-class
workforce and helping Quintillion meet compliance obligations pursuant to NTIA’s requirements under
federal labor and employment laws. Integrated into the foundation of our effort in developing a world-
class workforce ready for tomorrow’s innovative future, Quintillion’s investment in collaborative
partnerships with Alaskan companies, Tribal organizations, workforce development organizations, and
educational institutions demonstrate our continuous commitment moving forward.

Our company is well positioned in its ability to adapt quickly to technological advances and
market forces through robust training programs managed within each individual department and
personalized for each staff members’ needs in support of quality jobs with opportunities to advance
along career paths. Our key employees regularly attend and are engaged in professional development
activities and training as well as attending conferences relevant to the operations and management of
the organization’s key network infrastructure and operations.

We are also honored to be a proud partner with Ilisagvik College (https://www.ilisagvik.edu/), the only
tribal college in Alaska. We have been working with llisagvik College for five years to create programs
for participation and using those skilled local workforces as a priority hiring pool. We will continue to
seek out opportunities for investment and partnerships with them and similar entities throughout
Alaska going forward.

In prioritizing the hiring of local workers Quintillion has engaged with the SOA DOLWD to share our
present and future workforce needs at their monthly Job x meetings, a well-attended weekly event
with business professionals and partner agencies in the labor market. Quintillion speaks to this group
of people who help individuals find and keep jobs. These people represent jobseekers from all different
backgrounds such as veterans, youth in transition, minorities, older Alaskans, and people with
disabilities. Additionally, we have specific plans in place to promote our positions at jobs.alaska.gov
going forward.
