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This document is intended solely to assist applicants in better understanding the Broadband 

Equity Access, and Deployment (BEAD) and Digital Equity (DE) grant programs and the 

requirements set forth in the Notice of Funding Opportunities (NOFO) and follow-on policies and 

guidance for these programs. This document does not and is not intended to supersede, modify, 

or otherwise alter applicable statutory or regulatory requirements, the terms and conditions of 

the award, or the specific application requirements set forth in the NOFOs. In all cases, statutory 

and regulatory mandates, the terms and conditions of the award, the requirements set forth in 

the NOFOs, and follow-on policies and guidance, shall prevail over any inconsistencies 

contained in this document.  
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1.0 Overview 

1.1 Purpose 

The following document provides Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment (BEAD) Eligible 

Entities (EEs) with guidance on anticipated reporting requirements for the program’s upcoming, 

post-Final Proposal Semi-Annual Reports (SARs). Specifically, this guidance provides clear 

expectations on data the National Telecommunications and Information Administration 

(NTIA) may collect from the EE regarding its own award or any subaward or 

contract/subcontract issued under the EE’s award or subawards. This will include 

information on specific projects and locations, and for purposes of this document those 

are treated as different reporting “levels”: (EE)-, subgrantee-, project-,1 

contract/subcontract- and location-levels, following Final Proposal approval by NTIA. This 

guidance is SAR 2.0 and adherence to this guidance will be required as of July 2025.  

Note, although this document captures anticipated SAR requirements, NTIA reserves the right 

to collect additional data from EEs at any point during the BEAD grant; reasonable notice 

will be provided in anticipation of such requests for additional data. Further guidance is 

forthcoming on how SAR data will be submitted to NTIA.  

1.1 Key Takeaways 

From this document, EEs should understand the key takeaways listed in Figure 1.

NTIA recommends 
reviewing existing template or draft subgrantee 
agreement language to ensure ability to capture and 
report this data in the SAR. Please note that NTIA is 
designing data collection at the location level to match, 
as best possible, reporting at the Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC), with the intent to 
minimize reporting burden. 

 

 

Please note that Sections 3.0-7.0 correspond directly to the structure of BEAD program, as 

illustrated in Figure 2.  

 

 

After an EE reviews this guidance, NTIA recommends each EE incorporates the data 

requirements presented in this document, those in the NOFO, and those in the terms and 

conditions of their BEAD award, into template or draft subgrantee agreements.

As a reminder, per the BEAD NOFO, EEs must include a provision in their subgrantee 

agreements that require “timely subgrantee reporting mandates.” NTIA reserves the right to 

request information from EEs regarding compliance with this requirement. 

2.0 Reporting Review 

2.1 What Are EEs Required to Report? 

Reporting requirements for the BEAD program are based on the Infrastructure Investment and 

Jobs Act (Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL)), the BEAD NOFO, 2 CFR part 200, the 

Department of Commerce (DOC) Financial Assistance Standard Terms and Conditions, the 

program’s General Terms & Conditions (GT&C), and the grant’s Specific Award Conditions 

(SACs). Within each of these sources, there are data requirements at the EE, subgrantee, 

project, contractor/subcontractor, and location level.  

While this document provides an overview of the anticipated data collection and reporting 

requirements for the BEAD program following Final Proposal approval, additional guidance is 

forthcoming on specific SAR content.  

 

2.1.1 General Reporting Requirements 
While this document covers SAR 2.0-specific reporting requirements for BEAD, EEs should also 

be aware of standard reporting requirements in the BEAD NOFO, 2 CFR 200, and the DOC 

Financial Assistance Standard Terms and Conditions that are not captured in this document. 

NTIA reserves the right to ask for additional information on these requirements at any time. 

This may include information on: 

- Compliance with 2 CFR 200.328 financial reporting. 

- Compliance with 2 CFR 200.329 on monitoring and reporting program performance. 

- Compliance with Appendix XII to 2 CFR 200.103 (if applicable).2 

 

2 In accordance with Section 872 of Public Law 110-417, as amended, see 41 U.S.C. § 2313, if the total 
value of a recipient’s currently active grants, cooperative agreements, and procurement contracts from all 
federal awarding agencies exceeds $10,000,000 for any period of time during the period of performance 

 

    Note, NTIA reserves the right to ask for additional information at any point during the 

BEAD grant. Per BEAD Post-Initial Proposal SAC #30 Monitoring and Compliance, 

“the Grantee must comply with all monitoring and information requests from NTIA within 

the timeframe specified by NTIA. If the Grantee fails to comply with monitoring and 

information requests, NTIA may determine that the Grantee is non-compliant with 

award terms and conditions.” 
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2.1.2 Fraud, Waste, and Abuse Considerations 
 
NTIA is committed to limiting fraud, waste, and abuse (FWA) in its grant programs.  The BIL and 
BEAD NOFO impose specific requirements regarding prevention of FWA, as do the terms and 
conditions of each BEAD award.  Please be advised that SAR data listed in this guidance, and 
other data provided, will be reviewed for potential FWA in accordance with Government 
Accountability Office (GAO) and DOC Office of the Inspector General (OIG) recommendations 
and expected best practices.  Throughout the project lifecycle, in future SARs and other 
oversight and reporting mechanisms, EEs may be responsible for providing the following types 
of information in an accessible and organized form for ease of delivery, as deemed necessary.* 
Note, this is not an exhaustive list. 

1) Expenditure Data such as invoice data, including cumulative totals for costs associated 

with deployment and non-deployment spend categories. Differentiation of expenditures 

by purchase type (contract, month-to-month, leasing, tariff). 

2) Payroll Data such as project employees (e.g., salary, hourly rate) by employee category 

(no PII). 

3) Cost sharing and Matching Data such as validation or updating source(s) of cost 

sharing contribution, valuation of in-kind contribution (e.g., monetary value of 

contribution), costs or activities being counted towards cost sharing/cost matching 

(totals), a description of methodology used to value in-kind contribution in the reporting 

period. 

 
*Evidence supporting the data elements above must be made available upon request either in 
person during scheduled (or unscheduled) site visits or electronically for desk reviews and 
other data requests by EEs and/or DOC program management/OIG. 

 
BEAD Grantee Drawdowns and Payments 

If NTIA determines that a recipient demonstrates an unwillingness or inability to establish 
procedures that comply with the advance payment requirements set forth in the Uniform 
Guidance and DOC ST&Cs, NTIA will coordinate with the National Institute of Standards and 
Technology (NIST) Grants Office, as applicable, to recommend that the Grants Office change 
the method of payment to reimbursement only. Under NTIA’s post-award monitoring framework, 
this change would be a “triggering event” causing NTIA to reassess the recipient’s risk profile 
and change the corresponding level of monitoring. 
 

2.1.3 Remedies for Noncompliance 
 
The remedies for noncompliance listed in 2 CFR § 200.339 are incorporated into every BEAD 
award, including through BEAD GT&C No. 5.  If the federal awarding agency or pass-through 
entity determines that noncompliance cannot be remedied by imposing additional conditions, 
the federal awarding agency or pass-through entity may take one or more of the following 
actions, as appropriate in the circumstances: 

 

of an award made under this NOFO, then the recipient shall be subject to the requirements specified in 
Appendix XII to 2 C.F.R. Part 200,103 for maintaining the currency of information reported to SAM that is 
made available in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) about 
certain civil, criminal, or administrative proceedings involving the recipient. 
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1) Temporarily withhold cash payments pending correction of the deficiency by the non-
federal entity or more severe enforcement action by the federal awarding agency or 
pass-through entity. 

2) Disallow all or part of the cost of the activity or action not in compliance. 
3) Wholly or partly suspend or terminate the federal award.  
4) Initiate suspension or debarment proceedings as authorized under 2 CFR part 180 and 

Federal awarding agency regulations (or in the case of a pass-through entity, 
recommend such a proceeding be initiated by the federal awarding agency). 

5) Withhold further federal awards for the project or program. 
6) Take other remedies that may be legally available. 

 

2.2 When Are EEs Required to Report? 

As the BEAD Program moves towards deployment, it is important to note that BEAD reporting 

timelines are not changing. As during planning, EEs are responsible for reporting on grant 

progress twice a year. Figure 3 provides an overview of the BEAD SAR reporting timeline.  

Figure 3: BEAD SAR Reporting Calendar 

 

Note, EEs should be aware of additional reporting requirements aside from the BEAD SAR, 

including final closeout reports. NTIA will provide additional information on the final closeout 

report later; according to the BEAD NOFO, EEs must submit a report “not later than one year 

after the EE has expended all grant funds received…” that: 

• Describes how the EE expended the funds; 

• Describes each service provided with the grant funds; 

• Describes the locations at which broadband service was made available using the grant 

funds, the locations at which broadband service was utilized, and the comparative 

demographics of those served; 

• Includes each report that the EE received from a subgrantee under 47 U.S.C. 1702(j)(2); 

and 
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• Certifies that the EE complied with the requirements of this Section and with any 

additional reporting requirements prescribed by the Assistant Secretary. 

2.3 Who Needs to Report? 

Per the terms and conditions of the BEAD grant, NTIA will require only EEs to submit data on 

programmatic and financial information. This data will include information from EE-, subgrantee-

, project-, contractor/subcontractor-, and location-levels.  

 

2.5 Why is the SAR Changing? 

The BEAD SAR is designed to reflect information commensurate to each stage of the program. 

As the grant progresses, NTIA must collect information on current program milestones to 

effectively perform grant management and oversight duties. As seen in Figure 4, EEs will need 

to report on new information in SAR 1.2 and 2.0 as the grant progresses into Initial Proposal 

Funding Request spending and project build out.  

 

 

2.5.1 What SAR Data Will Remain the Same? 

While the SAR is changing, some content will remain the same between versions. The report 

will build on itself until all required information is captured to ensure EEs are accomplishing the 

BEAD program’s goals and remain in compliance. For example, SAR 2.0 will still include 

questions and data requests on: 

- Submission of an SF-425 

- Initial Planning funds 

- Initial Proposal Funding Request funds 

    While different levels of information will be reported by EEs in the SAR, it is up to 

the EE’s discretion how it will collect necessary data from subgrantees, contractors, 

and subcontractors.

Note, NTIA recognizes that all EEs will not reach all program milestones on the same 

schedule. As such, BEAD reporting is designed to capture the earliest possible milestone 

completion from each EE. In the event an EE has not hit certain milestones by the time of 

revised SAR reporting, it will simply enter “N/A” to all questions not pertaining to the 

stage of the EE.  
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2.6 Why is Reporting Important? 

Accurate reporting not only helps NTIA maintain oversight of the BEAD Program, but also 

protects EEs and subgrantees during program implementation. By providing transparency on 

how funds were used, NTIA can offer EEs assurance that their projects are compliant with 

applicable rules and not at risk of enforcement actions, such as clawbacks. The benefits of data 

collection additionally extend to the EEs as this information will assist State Broadband Offices 

and Territory Broadband Offices in effectively monitoring and overseeing their programs. Figure 

5 highlights additional benefits that data collection and reporting provide for both NTIA and the 

EE. 

 

2.7 What About Fixed Amount Subawards? 

Although fixed amount subawards operate under slightly different rules than traditional cost 

reimbursable subawards, EEs will still be required to submit all data in section, 4.0, 5.0, 6.0, and 

7.0 regardless of subaward type. It is up to the EE’s discretion how and when to collect this 

data, so long as the EE satisfies the SAR reporting requirements. In some cases, it will be in the 

EE’s best interest to include language in subgrantee agreements incorporating these 

requirements as well as language that allows the EE to collect additional information at any time 

from fixed amount subaward subgrantees. View the Fixed Amount Subaward Overview and 

Uniform Guidance Policy Notice Primer for EEs for additional information. 

2.8 Considerations 

When reviewing anticipated reporting requirements, EEs should consider: 

- Maintaining records in a grant file per record retention policy in 2 CFR § 200.334. For 

additional information and best practices, view the Grant File Management: Best 

Practices guidance. 

- Review the SF-425 Financial Report Guidance which describes how to complete the 

standard report EEs must submit semi-annually. 

- Understand the difference between a cost reimbursable subaward and fixed amount 

subaward by reviewing the Fixed Amount Subaward Overview and Uniform Guidance 

Policy Notice Primer for EEs.
